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Charging the Unit

The speaker System needs to be charged prior to being used. Place the supplied
Rechargeable Lithium-ion (BL-5C) into the battery compartment at the back of the
unit. Connect one end of the supplied USB cable to your computer or Compatible USB
AC/DC Adapter (adapter not included), the other end of the cable connect to the DC
5V jack, which located at the back of unit. Battery needs to be charged for 4-6 hours.
Do not charge longer than 6 hours as this will shorten the life of the battery.

DO NOT USE THE SPEAKER SYSTEM WHILE CHARGING.
IF YOU WANT TO USE AC POWER, PLEASE REMOVE THE BATTERY FROM THE
BATTERY COMPARTMENT.

Playing MP3 Files through the Speaker System using the SD Card or
the USB Stick

The control panel is located on the front of the Speaker System.

1. Plug in your USB Disk or SD Card in the slots provided. Please make sure you use
the correct file format in your media devices — MP3 FILES ONLY.

Turn on the power switch. The Speaker system will enter AUX mode.

Press the MODE button until the desired Media source shows on the LED display.
4. The MP3 files on your media should start playing from the source selected.

SWITCHING TO USB/SD OR FM RADIO. SPEAKER WILL NOT OPERATE IN
ANOTHER MODE IF THE CABLE IS NOT REMOVED.
